•	 The Barton Renewable Energy plant will deploy the latest technology and 
be fuelled primarily by recycled wood. About 200,000 tonnes of biomass 
would be consumed annually. The facility will also utilise a proportion of solid 
recovered fuel thereby reducing the levels of waste sent to landfill.
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
