Results

•	 Securing planning permission and listed building consent. 

•	 The repurposing of a historically and architecturally significant building which, 
upon completion in 1960, was the first purpose-built chancery building in 
London and is remembered by many as the scene of major  anti-Vietnam war 
protests in 1968.

•	 Enabling the redevelopment of this grade II listed building, the first project 
outside the United States by renowned Finnish-American architect Eero 
Saarinen, as a leisure and hospitality destination through adaptive re-use.
